	Intended learning outcomes
	Students learn about

modelling and describing a half or a quarter of a whole object
modelling and describing a half or a quarter of a collection of objects

describing equal parts of a whole object or collection of objects

	Assessment
	· Formative assessment – class discussion, then coloured pieces of paper. Ask students to cut their paper up into half  and write on it the fraction in numbers, not words, paste into maths books. Ask students to cut paper into quarters and write the fraction on each piece using numbers not words. Paste into maths book. Fast finishers: Shape to be cut into eighths, written on cut pieces and stuck into book.  Will use class discussion instead. Not enough time.

	Prep (negotiation) & link to prior knowledge
	· Revise past activity in maths with shapes – halves and quarters. 

	Procedure & position
Whole class on floor (15 mins)
Whole class on floor (10 mins)
	Engagement:  
Ask students to think about different times they had to cut things in 2 or more pieces to share. Why is it important that we understand what fractions are? (everyday – telling time, cooking, sport, shops (half price off, taking medicines, finances, driving – ½ kilometre).

Closure: Instruct students to return their workbooks in the marking tray. Tidy up their desks and best group will get dojo reward.  Return to floor space for after a stretch.
