	Engagement:  
Using notebook lesson Stage 1 Maths More fun with fractions, prompt students on what they had found around their home to do with fractions. Congratulate achievements. 
Revise previous learnt knowledge through slides. 

Summative assessment worksheet

Reflection: Ask students what they have learnt today. Was this hard, easy, boring?
Closure: Instruct students to bring completed (checked) worksheet to front of room and put into neat pile. Stay out front of class on floor so as not to disturb others working at desks.
