	Intended learning outcomes
	Students will compare how our groups in HSIE function like a system. 
examines the impact of changing technologies on lifestyle and on the environment.

· Game/sport designed includes title, components (players and their roles), objective of game (catch as many balls with a towel), resources needed, time this game takes.

	· Team roles (Leader who directs and keeps group on track, Scribe who records and writes, resourcer who gathers equipment, Illustrator who draws design, reporter who reports to class, mentor who inspires and motivates. All members contribute. )

	Engagement:  
There are many systems within the Olympics. Systems that you can physically touch such as the electrical system, timing system, ticketing system.
Definition of a system - a set of connected things working together. Ie car, bus, transport system. 
A car has 4 wheels. It’s not a big part compared to the rest of the car. 

 But if one is flat, can the whole car go? 

You as a group work like a system. Every role is necessary to do the job. No matter how small the task. For example the resource – without you, your group would not have the equipment to even start work!

Every part or person in the group needs to work at the task. 
Skills that we will use include: Group work – one person talking at one time. Stay in group roles.  

Thursday – we will also be working in groups to create an artwork showing your groups sport. 

Friday – we will be looking at the Olympic web site – talking about the system. We will also be walking through the final preparations to your sport. 

Monday – we will be going outside and each group will run their game. NEED equipment list FRIDAY! Could students bring in equipment for Monday?
Groups report back to class and one sport is chosen or a combination of all four groups works. 
Reflection: Ask students what they have learnt today. Was this hard, easy, boring?
Closure: Instruct students to return put all group work together with a paper clip and up on the bench top. Tidy up their desks and first group on floor space sitting quietly will get dojo point.
