	Intended learning outcomes
	Students will compare how our groups in HSIE function like a system. 

	Assessment
	· Observations – recorded during reflections during lessons.

· Able to articulate components of a system (group roles and their tasks). 

· Game/sport designed includes title, components (players and their roles), objective of game (catch as many balls with a towel), resources needed, time this game takes. 

· Includes mind map – showing basic ideas and some in depth elaborations

	Prep (negotiation) & link to prior knowledge
	· Team roles (Leader who directs and keeps group on track, Scribe who records and writes, resourcer who gathers equipment, Illustrator who draws design, reporter who reports to class, mentor who inspires and motivates. All members contribute. )
 

	Procedure & position
Whole class on floor (6 mins)

Group work at desk 10:10 – 10:50

	Engagement:  
Today we will be going outside to play our games that we have come up with. 2 groups with work together. Each group will have their turn and ‘host’ their game for the other group. You will have 15 minutes each – not long! After this we will be packing up all the equipment that we have used and returning to the class before we go out to lunch. 
Assessment:

Before we do this, we will discuss what we have learnt about groups. Are groups similar to systems? What makes a group work well? What problems did you find when you were in your groups? What did you do to resolve them? What are the advantages of working as a group rather than by yourself? What are the disadvantages of group work?

Thursday – (Visual art) we will also be working in groups to create an artwork showing your groups sport. 

Friday – (Olympics) we will be looking at the Olympic web site – talking about the system. We will tweet our Australian team with a message of support. 
Monday – (HSIE) we will be going outside and each group will run their game. Bring equipment TODAY!
Groups report back to class and one sport is chosen or a combination of all four groups work. Two minute report
Reflection: Ask students what they have learnt today. Was this hard, easy, boring?
Closure: Instruct students to return put all group work together with a paper clip and up on the bench top. Tidy up their desks and first group will get dojo point.

	Evaluation on my lesson
	· Post lesson in conjunction with mentor teacher. 
· Self reflection in journal with amendments to lesson plan to refine and implement.

	Link to development
	Gross motor skills have developed well with strong coordination in physical games possible. Socially children at this age enjoy playing games with others and can express their feelings with limited ability to deal with conflicts. 

	Reflection on development
	All students participated well in outside activity, however some were on the outer and would have benefitted from being in a more suitable group and possibly role. 
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
