	Intended learning outcomes
	Students will be able to design a new game for the school run mini olympics and include all the supporting goods and services needed to create a functioning ‘system’. 

	Assessment
	· Group working collaboratively
· Game/sport designed includes title, components (players and their roles), objective of game (catch as many balls with a towel),  resources needed, time this game takes. 

· Includes mind map

· 

	Prep (negotiation) & link to prior knowledge
	· Team roles (Leader who directs and keeps group on track, Scribe who records and writes, resourcer who gathers equipment, Illustrator who draws design, reporter who reports to class, all members contribute, )
· Mind mapping in term two for transport – central idea with key words on first level then details on subsequent levels.

	Procedure & position
Whole class on floor (6 mins)
Group work at desk (20 minutes). 

Whole class on floor (10 mins)
	Engagement:  
Notebook: Stage 1 HSIE Olympics

Introduce topic by explaining there will be a mini olympics at the school at the end of term. Our job is to come up with a new sport that can be run at this event. 
Skills that we will use include:Group work – one person talking at one time. Stay in group roles.  Groups of 5-6 (4 groups). 

Groups will mind map – to get ideas out then develop a chosen sport/game.  

Design sport – think of consequences of each step ie: outdoor sport – if it rains – sport cannot be run – rescheduled to a day when other sports are being run – how can you plan for this? Have a sport that can be run under the COLA on concrete – extra care taken. 

Groups report back to class and one sport is chosen or a combination of all four groups work. Two minute report
Reflection: Ask students what they have learnt today. Was this hard, easy, boring?
Closure: Instruct students to put all there group work together with a paper clip and up on the bench top. Tidy up their desks and best table will get dojo point.

	· A4 sheet of paper for mind map and A3 for design. These to be kept together for subsequent HSIE group work on mini olympic sport.
